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Student’s internship report and practice defence
In the internship report of professional study program “Information technologies for sustainable development” student should describe the development, maintenance activities of software, information systems or information technologies, activities of services provision which are related with the main internship task, describe his / her participation in the common process and the specific task performed, as well as give his / her opinion on the knowledge and skills acquired during the internship.

The report must be prepared in accordance with the FIT „Methodological regulations for bachelor's theses and master's theses processing (see http://www.itf.llu.lv/magistra-un-bakalaura-darbu-izstrade), home pages (introduction, annotations, content) and a bibliography for the report are not required. The title page must be prepared and designed according to the sample (see Annex 1).
The report should answer the following questions:
1. Personal assessment of previous preparedness/background at the beginning of the internship

2. Description of the task

3. Description of the workplace, project situation and work organization

4. The role of the company's supervisor's of internship professional activity in the fulfilment of the internship task

5. The role of the communicative skills of the company's supervisor of internship in the practice

6. The need to “enter the project” and its role in the internship

7. The need to work in a team and its role in the internship

8. Assessment of one's own knowledge and skills at the end of the internship

9. The main benefits of the internship

10. Disadvantages of practice organization at the Faculty of Information Technology

11. Shortcomings of practice implementation in Internship Company
12. Desired improvements of internship organization

13. Desired improvements in internship implementation and evaluation

Internship report and internship supervisor review must be electronically signed (internship report sign student, internship supervisor review - supervisor) and archived in a single file.
The student must prepare a short presentation (approx. 5 min) about the task of the internship and its implementation and present it in the internship defence seminar. The seminar is attended by all students who have completed the internship, as well as the FIT internship supervisor and other FIT teaching staff (director of the study program and other).
The results of the internship are evaluated with a test without a mark (passed / not passed).
